Publishing a FrontPage Web

What is “publishing a web?”

Publishing a web is a way of transferring web pages and their associated graphics from your computer to the server. It serves the same purpose as FTP.

Why would I choose to publish a web instead of using FTP?

1. Certain features available in FrontPage will not work unless the web is published. Using FTP programs will render these funcitons unusable. You must use the publish feature for projects involoving data collection through forms.

2. Publishing a web allows FrontPage to aid in certain organizational or “housekeeping” activities. Specifically, it will update the web on the server to perfectly match the version you are publishing including deleting unneeded files.

What is needed to publish a web?

1. FrontPage

2. A Web you have created in frontpage. For Help: see below. 

3. a specially enabled folder on the server is required to publish a FrontPage Web.
(You cannot create this folder. Contact myself or another server administrator for help.)

4. Your username and password. (The same as for the FTP process)

Can I make changes to a site after it has been published?

Yes, simply open your web in FrontPage, make your changes, save each page that you edit, and republish the site following the same procedure you use to publish the site the first time.

Publishing a Web

Create or Open a Web To Publish

1. Create A New Frontpage Web. For Help:

a. http://192.107.108.56/portfolios/s/sciorra_r/help/Frontpge/
b. Click – 02_frontpage_webs.doc to download instructions

2. Create and save the pages in the web as you ordinarily would

Publish the Web

3. Open Frontpage and your web if not already open

4. Open a browser (Internet explorer or Netscape Navigator)

5. Use the browser to view your portfolio page (follow links to your portfolio page)
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6. Append the name of the enabled folder* to the address making sure that a forward slash exists between the end of the URL and the name of the new folder. You should see two directories listed
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7. Copy the address from the bar. Optons:

a. select then ctrl + C

b. select then Right Click | Copy

8. Switch back to FrontPage

9. File | Publish Web

10. Paste the address into the specify location box | Click Publish

11. After a short time, the following confirmation box will appear.

12. Click “Done”

13. Go to Your browser to check your work

a. make sure the address of the URL is correct

b. Refresh the page
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 (internet explorer) or
