Create A New Page In FrontPage (Do Not Do This In A Current Web)

Insert A 2 X 2 Table With The Following Settings

300 Pixels Wide

Height Undefined

Cell Border 4

Cell Spacing 10

Cell Padding 0

Alignment Left

Right Click On The Table To Make Adjustments. Redefine The Settings To:

Width 90%

Height Undefined

Cell Border 0

Cell Spacing 0

Cell Padding 5

Alignment Center

Now reset the table width to 760 pixels and align it to the left. This is an excellent size and alignment for your site

Insert Pictures Into The Two Cells In The Left Column

Write Some Text Into The Two Cells In The Right Column

Align The Pictures To Top, Right

Align The Text To Top Left

Add A Background Color To The Cells Containing The Text

Add A Column To The Table

Add A Row To The Table

Cut And Paste The Graphics Into The Top Two Cells Of The Left Column

Cut And Past The Text Into The Top Two Cells Of The Middle Column

Delete All The Text And Graphics

Set All Background Colors To White

Merge All The Cells In The Top Row (Banner)

Merge The Two Lower Cells In The Left Hand Column (Navigation Bar)

Merge The Four Remaining Cells (Content)

Reset The Column At Left (Navigation Bar) To 120 Pixels in Width

Reset The Main Box (The Last Merged Section) To 640 Pixels inWidth

Give The Top Row (Banner) A Background Color

Give The Left Column (Navigation Bar) The Same Background Color

Add A Site/Page Title To The Top Row And Center It Using Cell Properties

Change the color and size of the font

Add Navigation Links (Text) To The Right Column And Center Them Using Cell Properties

Change the color and size of the font

Click In The Content Area (Lower Right) 

Insert A New Table With The Following Properties

Width 80% or select an appropriate number of pixels for the width

Height Undefined

3 Row

3 Columns

Border 0

Spacing 0

Padding 5

Type Text In These Cells In A Checkerboard Pattern 
(Rows 1 and 3: cells 1 & 3; Row 2: cell 2)

Drag The Cell Dividers To Make The Left Column Half The Size Of What It Is Now. The Middle Column Will Become Much Wider. You Can Use This Method To Adjust The Other Column As Well.

Distribute the columns in the cells equally using the command to do so.

Insert a new row above the top row of this subtable using the table menu option for the main menu bar at the top of the page

Merge the three cells in the top row.

Insert another table inside this top row with the following properties

Width 100%

Height Undefined

1 Row

1 Columns

Border 1

Spacing 0

Padding 5

Choose a background color to add to this “nested table”

Enter a section title for this part of the page in the top row you just created
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
